2. Paul is on his way to Jerusalem (15:25-26) 

3. Paul wants to evangelize Spain (15:24-25; 28-29; 31-32)

1. The Theme of Romans : The Righteousness of God (1:16-17) 

2. Chs 1:18-3:20 : The universality of sin & judgement (shows the need 

for evangelism) 

3. Chs  3:21-4:25: The Gospel of the God’s Saving Righteousness in 

Christ through faith alone (the content of evangelism) 

4. Chs 5:1-8:39: The Assurance of salvation (shows the results of 

evangelism) 

5. Chs 9:1-11:36: The Israel has not been rejected (so the Jews too must 

be evangelized) 

6. Chs 12:1-16:27 : Preparing the churches for missionary evangelism
